CIS champions (vanier Cup) / Champions de SIC (Coupe Vanier)

The Vanier Cup trophy was created in 1965 when General
Georges P. Vanier, then Governor General of Canada,
graciously granted permission to the Canadian Save the
Children Fund to name the trophy awarded to the winners of
Canada's university football championship, then called the
Canadian College Bowl.

For the first two years, in 1965 and 1966, the Canadian College
Bowl was an invitational event featuring two teams selected by a
national panel. The first winners of the Vanier Cup trophy in 1965
were the University of Toronto Varsity Blues, and General Vanier
personally presented them with the Cup at the Varsity's athletic
banquet in the spring of 1966.

The Canadian College Bowl and the Vanier Cup trophy took on a
new dimension in 1967 when the Bowl was officially declared the
CIAU (now CIS) national football championship, with semi-final
winners to meet in the final.

In 1982, the name of the championship game itself was changed
from Canadian College Bowl to Vanier Cup.

Regional Municipality, HRM Councillor, City of Halifax Alderman, CFL player and all-star. He joined Saint Mary's in 1982
and was head coach of the Huskies from 1983-1997. He was named AUAA coach of the year on five occasions and CIAU
(now CIS) coach of the year in 1988 and 1992. His teams appeared in five Atlantic Bowls and three Vanier Cups. In 1995,
he was named interim Director of Athletics and Recreation and was formally appointed Director in 1997, a position in which
he continued until he passed away in December 2002.

(formerly Howard, Mackie Awards) presented annually to the CIS Female and Male Athlete of the Year. Mr. Mitchell is
currently the National Co-chair and the Counsel of the Calgary office of Borden Ladner Gervais LLP, the law firm which
sponsors the BLG Awards since their inception in 1993.

EAST-WEST SHRINE BOWL / CLASSIQUE EAST-WEST SHRINE

Since 1985, CIS football players are selected annually to play in the US-based East-West Shrine Bowl, a showcase for US college
football seniors. A single CIS player was selected in 1985, two CIS players were selected from 1986 to 2007 (1 for the West team
and 1 for the East), and for the first time in 2008 four CIS players were invited (2 for the West team and 2 for the East).

Note: Two CIS players went into the 2008 season on NFL practice rosters: Wide receiver Samuel Giguere
(U of Sherbrooke) with the Indianapolis Colts, and safety Sébasten Sejean (Laval U) with the St. Louis
Rams.

2000 Jean-Philippe Darche, McGill, LS/LB

Signed as a free-agent by Seattle Seahawks in 2000. Played 97 consecutive regular season games at
long-snapper for Seattle (2000-06) and was credited with 17 special team tackles (15 solo) and one
forced fumble. Had handled all of Seattle’s long-snapping duties for 6+ consecutive years before suffering
a season-ending hip injury after the opening game of the 2006 campaign. Became the second CIS player
to play in the Super Bowl (XL, Seattle lost 21-10 to Pittsburgh in 2006). Also was the first CIS player to be
named captain of an NFL team (co-captain, special teams, 2006). Signed as an unrestricted free-agent
with Kansas City Chiefs on March 4, 2007. Played all 16 regular season games with Kansas City in 2007.

2003 Israel Idonije, Manitoba, DL

Signed as a free-agent by Cleveland Browns in 2003 and was on Cleveland practice roster for entire
season. Played 15 regular season games for Chicago Bears in 2004, 11 games in 2005, 13 in 2006 and
16 in 2007. Had one sack, 11 solo tackles, three assisted tackles and one knockdown in 2004, one sack,
16 solo tackles, 4 assisted tackles, one knockdown and one kickoff return for 0 yards in 2005, 0 sacks, 13
solo tackles, six assisted tackles and one knockdown in 2006, 0 sack, 20 solo tackles, eight assisted
tackles and three knockdowns in 2007. Became the third CIS player to dress for a Super Bowl game on
Feb. 4, 2007 (SB XLI, Chicago lost 29-17 to Indianapolis).

2006 Dan Federkeil, Calgary, OL (DE in university)

Signed as free-agent by Indianapolis Colts on May 1, 2006 and was converted to offensive tackle. Saw
action in two regular season games and one playoff game (vs. Kansas City) for the Colts. Became the
second CIS player to earn a Super Bowl ring when Indianapolis beat Chicago 29-17 in SB XLI on Feb. 4,
2007. Did not dress for the game but participated in pre-game warm-up and was on Colts active roster.
Played in eight regular season games in 2007.

2006 Jon Ryan, Regina, K

Signed as free-agent by Green Bay Packers on Feb. 7, 2006. In 16 regular season games with Green
Bay in 2006, he punted 84 times for 3,739 yards for an average of 44.5 yards. He also was 1-for-1
passing for 16 yards and rushed once for -11 yards. Defensively, he was credited with one assisted
tackle. In 2007, played in 16 regular season games, punted 60 times for 2.664 yards for an average of
44.4 yards. He also rushed twice for 7 yards. Was release by Green Bay on Sept.1, 2008. Signed a two-
year contract with the Seattle Seahawks on Sept. 9, 2008.

1944 Les Lear, Manitoba, OG/OT
Signed as a free-agent with Cleveland Rams in 1944. Played 37 NFL games over four seasons, including

10 and 8 with Cleveland in 1944 and 1945, respectively, 9 with the Los Angeles Rams in 1946 and 10
with the Detroit Lions in 1947.

Signed as a free-agent with Detroit Lions in 1945 and played two games.

1960 Bill Crawford, UBC, OG

Signed as a free-agent by New York Giants and played four regular season games in 1960.
1965 Jim Young, Queen’s, RB/R

Signed as a free-agent by Minnesota Vikings in 1965. Played 2 regular season games for Minnesota in
1965 and 4 in 1966. Had 3 rushes for 4 yards in 1965.

1976 Brian Fryer, Alberta, R

Drafted by Washington in 8th round (234th overall) in 1976. Played four regular season games for
Redskins in 1976, returning 9 kickoffs for 166 yards (18.4 avg, 0 TDs). Stayed on practice roster in 1977
and 1978.

1979 Ken Clark, Saint Mary’s, P

Signed as a free-agent by LA Rams in 1979. Played 16 regular season games that year, tallying 93 punts
for 3731 yards (40.1 avg), 1 carry for 3 yards, and 2 passing completions in 2 attempts for 32 yards. Was
the first CIS player to appear in the Super Bowl (XIV, 1980, Rams lost 31-19 to Pittsburgh).

1986 Mike Schad, Queen’s, OG

Drafted by LA Rams in 1st round (23rd overall) in 1986. Only CIS player selected in first round of NFL
Draft. Played seven regular season games for Rams (one in 1987 and six in 1988) and 55 games for
Philadelphia from 1989 to 1993 (16 in 1989, 12 in 1990, none in 1991, 14 in 1992, 13 in 1993).

1987 Brian Belway, Calgary, DE

Signed as a free-agent with Los Angeles Raiders in 1987 and played one regular season game.

1987 Dave Sparenberg, Western Ontario, OG

Signed as a free-agent with Cleveland Browns in 1987 and played one regular season game.

1987 Brant Bengen, UBC and Idaho, WR

Signed as a free-agent with Seattle Seahawks in 1987 and played three regular season games. Had two
receptions for 33 yards (16.5 avg., 24 long), plus two kickoff returns for 47 yards (23.5 avg., 36 long).

1988 Dean Dorsey, Toronto, K

Signed as a free-agent with Green Bay Packers in 1988. Played six regular season games with Green
Bay (3) and Philadelphia Eagles (3) in 1988, going 5-for-10 in field goals (34 long) and 12-for-13 in
conversion attempts. With Green Bay, he was 1-for-3 in FG attempts (20 long) and 3-for-4 in PATs. With
Philadelphia, he was 4-for-7 in FGA (34 long) and 9-for-9 in PATS.

1992 Tyrone Williams, Western Ontario, WR

Drafted by Phoenix in 9th round (239th overall) in 1992. Signed as a free-agent by Dallas in 1993. Played
five regular season games for the Cowboys in 1993, making 1 reception for 25 yards. Was on Dallas
roster but did not dress when the Cowboys beat Buffalo 52-17 in Super Bowl XXVII (1994), making him
the only player in football history to win a Vanier Cup ring (1991), a Grey Cup ring (1996, Toronto) and a
Super Bowl ring. In 1992, he became the first CIS player to compete in the American college all-star
game, the Senior Bowl.
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1995 Mark Montreuil, Concordia, CB

Drafted by San Diego in 7th round (237th overall) in 1995. Played 35 regular season games for San
Diego (16 in 1995, 13 in 1996 and 6 in 1997).

1995 Tim Tindale, Western Ontario, RB

Signed as a free-agent by Buffalo Bills in 1995. Played 37 regular season games for Buffalo from 1995-97
(16 in 1995, 14 in 1996 and 7 in 1997). Had 19 carries for 65 yards (0 TDs), 5 receptions for 104 yards (0
TDs), and 6 kickoff returns for 62 yards (0 TDs). Played two playoff games, one against Miami in 1995 (4
carries, 68 yards, including 44-yard TD run in 37-22 win), and one against Jacksonville in 1996 (1 carry, 5
yards). Ended the 1997 season on the Chicago Bears practice roster.

1998 Jerome Pathon, Acadia (& U. of Washington), R

Drafted by Indianapolis in 2nd round (32nd overall) in 1998. Played 46 regular season games for
Indianapolis (1998-2001), 45 games for New Orleans (2002-2004) and nine games with Atlanta Falcons
(2005). In 100 career NFL games, he made 260 catches for 3,350 yards and 15 TDs and had 5 carries for
-7 yards (0 TDs), 36 kickoff returns for 773 yards (0 TDs), and 8 tackles on special teams.

2001 Randy Chevrier, McGill, LS/DE

Drafted by Jacksonville in 7th round (241st overall) in 2001. Played as a long-snapper in eight regular
season games for Dallas and five games with Cincinnati in 2001.

2004 Steve Morley, Saint Mary's, OG/OT

Signed as a free-agent with Green Bay Packers in 2004 but served on the practice roster. Traded to N.Y.
Jets in 2005 and played in seven regular season games.
